SCHOOL INFORMATION

Springwell School is a community primary school papils with complex learning difficulties. Our
pupils have either moderate or severe learningcdiffes and many have associated disabilities such
as autistic spectrum disorder, communication diffies and challenging behaviour. Pupils with

more profound and multiple learning difficultieseatd specialist schools within the city.

We are a sixty four place school for pupils fromR'to Yr 6. Springwell was formed in September

2006 and the school moved to our new premis&eptember 2007.

The school has eight classes with up to eight pupieach class. We place a very high value on our
staffing and each class currently has 1 teache&hteaching assistants. Pupils are placed ssela

according to their age and all classes are mixéityab

We provide an Outreach Service into mainstreamamyrschools within the city. Each of the special
schools provides support for a designated areanenslupport pupils with learning difficulties and/or
autism within mainstream schools. Referrals to ¢bevice are made via a panel and we provide
weekly support with a focus on developing the mipidividual skills and raising the expertise and
confidence of the staff. As from September theeadh team will consist of two teachers and three
teaching assistants. Each member of the team worksne day a week in a Springwell class to

maintain their own skills and development.

Pupils at Springwell follow a broad and balancediculum incorporating the National Curriculum at

a level appropriate to their age and learning.clAesne of work for each class in every subject area,
facilitates continuity and progression across thele school. Ongoing daily and weekly assessments
ensure the work remains at an appropriate levigleégupil and individual differentiated outcomes

enables achievement.



We pride ourselves on the strength of our whol®sthpproaches to a range of strategies and
support systems. All pupils are supported by teeaf TEACCH, PECS, Makaton wherever
appropriate and we are currently developing adatieystems to support our pupils with more
complex needs. A wide range of strategies eatirédi to the likes and motivators of individual
children promote high standards of behaviour adtesschool. Staff are supported in the settirdy an

maintenance of behavioural IEP’s by the senioriteac

The building has eight classrooms all with theimawilets, a large multi sensory room, soft plagmy
hydrotherapy pool, discreet teaching rooms sudrtasood technology, ICT in addition to a range of
administrative areas.
